Animal products like meats, eggs, and dairy have large carbon footprints as livestock requires a con-
siderable amount of water, land, and crops to produce. Not to mention the greenhouse gas emissions 
associated with the processing and transportation of these products as well. Even swapping our ani-
mal products for a plant-based alternative once a week will lower your carbon footprint! It takes al-
most 7000 litres of water to produce one pound of beef while it takes only 1135 litres of water to 
produce a pound of black beans.
